A LEVEL: Students who wish to study A Level courses will need 7 GCSEs at Grade 4 or
above, including Maths, English Language and a minimum of 4 Grade 6'’s.

VOCATIONAL: Students who wish to study Vocational courses will need 5 GCSE’s at
Grade 4 or above including Maths and English Language.

MIXED PATHWAY: Students who wish to study a mixed pathway (A Level and Vocational)
need to meet the minimum Vocational entry requirement of 5 GCSEs at Grade 4 or above
including Maths and English and meet the grade entry requirement for the A Level subject
that they wish to study.
